«Trial version - where you don't get total access

eAcademic version — again, not allowing you full access to specific features you could need

*Resale version — stay away from any programs that are being resold, as this is illegal

Keep in mind the golden rule of buying anything on eBay — if it looks too good to be true then it probably is!
